
Tyntesfield Audit 4 September 2018 
 
A promising Audit, with several mycorrhizal species, the most notable of which was Aureoboletus 
moravicus (see below), a beautiful pale leather-coloured bolete found clustered in grass near the 
Kitchen Garden.  This was a species new to Tyntesfield.  We also found several young examples of 
Hapalopilus rutilans, a bright orange/brown polypored resupinate fungus on dying branches.  
Although initially difficult to identify, its colour change to purple when treated with ammonia was 
totally diagnostic (see image below).
